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PREPARATORY DEPARTMENT FOR FOREIGN CITIZENS

At the preparatory department foreign students

are trained for studying at Bukovinian State Medical

University or other higher educational

establishments of Ukraine with a specialization in

public health, biology, physical education,

agricultural sciences.

Studying at the preparatory department lasts for 1

year and includes mastering natural sciences. The

curriculum includes training in the Ukrainian

language, Biology, Physics, Chemistry, Mathematics,

Fundamentals of Computer Science and Technology,

Local History, Geography and Culture .

Foreign citizens who already graduated and intend

to get enrolled at the Faculty of Postgraduate

Education can choose to study only the Ukrainian or

Russian language.

Students who intend to study in English learn

Chemistry, Mathematics, Fundamentals of Computer

Science and Technology) also in English .

After completing the preparatory course and
successful passing the exams students are given a
certificate with a recommendation for enrollment at
the higher educational establishments for
appropriate specialities .

2. PhD thesis preparation .

Clinical residency is a 2 (4) year training program in a chosen speciality when a

resident works at a hospital . Residents participate in all activities of the hospital ð

attend patients, intra ðclinic conferences and disputes, they have accessto medical

documents, follow professors and other skilled specialists during their rounds and

participate in clinical manipulations . At the same time, there are advanced

lectures and meetings for residents conducted by chiefs of the department with

explanations of the most complicated cases, key aspects of diagnostics and the

latest international treatment guidelines .

PhD thesis preparation is an advanced way of postðdiploma training that

includes all the activities of clinical residency combined with the development of

own research project and preparation of a thesis under the supervision of the best

professors of the University . After that the thesis will be presented and defended

in front of the Scientific Council of the University and later ðin front of the

specialized Council . That will give the owner not only practical experience but

scientific PhD degree with possibility for international verification as well .

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EDUCATION AT BSMU 

Education for foreign citizens in Ukraine is available on the base of contract

if that is not maintained by special interĭstateagreements.

Tuition fee for foreign citizens in Ukraine is determined and established by

the Ministry of Education and Science, Youth and Sports, the Ministry of

Finance and Economics. Tuition fees in Bukovinian State Medical University

usually do not differ from minimal limit maintained by the Ministry and are

one of the most reasonable in Ukraine .

Teaching in all faculties is conducted in English or Ukrainian . Foreign

citizens who do not know Ukrainian but want to continue education in this

language can get enrolled at one year preparatory department .

ADMISSION PROCEDURE 

Approximate plan on how to apply may be the following :

1) obtain information about faculties, languages of instruction, required

documents from our Web-site or by calling to the Department of

International Relations ;

2) prepare all necessary documents with the help of our representatives or by

yourself ;

3) receive from the University a special invitation letter (at your expenses);

4) open visa, buy an air ticket, inform the International Department about

the date, time, number of flight, city of arriving to Ukraine in advance (at

least 7 days before the arriving date);

5) come to Chernivtsi, pass entrance tests and start studying .

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DOCUMENTS REQUIRED FOR ADMISSION

Foreign citizens have to submit the following documents:

1. Completed application form .

2. A copy of the document of education with the list of studied

courses (subjects) and received grades (points) ðhigh secondary

school diploma and transcripts or college/university diploma

and transcripts .

3. A copy of the passport .

4. The medical certificate of the state of health certified by an

official health care authority of a country, where a foreigner has

come from, and issued at least two months prior to the

entrance into Ukraine for education .

5. The document evidencing the absence of HIV ðinfection, unless

otherwise for by international agreements of Ukraine .

6. The insurance policy for emergency medical care (except for

foreigners arrived from countries, with which agreements on

free provision of emergency medical care are concluded).

7. A copy of the birth certificate .

8. 6 photographs having the size of 6x4 cm.

9. Air ticket valid for one year with an open date for the

applicantõsreturn to his/her home country .

The above mentioned documents must be in the Ukrainian,

Russian or English languages, and documents ʈ 2,4,5,7 shall,

in addition, be certified pursuant to the legislation of a country

of their origin and legalized pursuant to the established order,

unless otherwise provided for by international agreements of

Ukraine .

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INVITATION LETTER
Foreign citizens need an Invitation Letter to study at the University .

Issuing the invitation letter is carried out by the Ministry of Education and

Science, Youth and Sports of Ukraine and by the University as well under the

following conditions : foreigners should present all the required documents (or

copies) to the University .

After Biology and Chemistry entrance tests and after signing the contract,

foreign applicants can be enrolled to Bukovinian State Medical University .

THE DELIVERY OF THE INVITATION LETTER
As a rule this document is sent by express delivery service (DHL) at

applicant's expense. For this purpose exact post address, phone/fax number

of the applicant are required . Due to courier service the invitation letter will

be received by the applicant in 3ð5 days.

On getting the invitation a foreign applicant has to apply to the nearest

Ukrainian Embassy in their or neighbour country to obtain "Student Visa" .

To apply for òStudentVisaóone must have the original invitation letter and

original documents required for admission .

ARRIVAL TO UKRAINE
Before travelling to Ukraine an applicant has to inform the Department of

International Relations about the exact date, time and way of arrival (plane,

train etc.), because each applicant can be met by the official University

representative or by a representative of Ukrainian State Centre of

International Education . Meeting procedure requires a special official òLetter

for meetingówhich is sent to Immigration Service. After arriving to Ukraine,

passing the entrance tests at BSMU, signing the contract for study and

paying the full tuition fee and accommodation fee, a student will be

registered in the Department of Internal Affairs of Ukraine .

Bukovinian State Medical University can provide

accommodation for students (annual accommodation fee is 30ð

50 USD per month depending on chosen comfort conditions ).

Cost of living in Chernivtsi is approximately the following :

Average cost of one meal depends on the place where you chooseto eat:

Åcanteen ð2,5 USD;

Åcafeð5 USD;

Ådisco bar ð30 USD;

Årestaurant ð35ð45 USD.

Phones

For performing an international call you have first to dial 0, after second tone

of connection ðproceed with 0, then code of the country, region and telephone

number . To call to Ukraine from abroad using mobile phone, you need to dial the

codeof Ukraine +38, the local codeof Chernivtsi 0372 and telephone number .

For calls within Ukraine dial 0, then after second tone ðjust dial the code of

the region and the telephone number you need. Mobile communication network is

highly developed in Ukraine, giving you the possibility to choose the mobile

operator .

Post Offices

There are enough Post Offices in Chernivtsi . Express mail delivery services are

available as well .

Public transport

You may choose among several means of public transport : trolleybus, bus, or

taxi . The tickets are bought in transport directly . The cost of a ticket for

trolleybus is 1,25 UAH, for bus ð2 or 2,50 UAH for one ride (depending on the

route) . The cost of ride by taxi depends on time and travel distance .

THE HIPPOCRATIC OATH

I swear by Apollo Physician and Asclepius and
Hygieia and Panaceia and all the gods and
goddesses,making them my witnesses that I will
fulfill according to my ability and this oath and
this covenant.

To hold him, who has taught me this art as
equal to my parents and to live my life in
partnership with him, and if he is in need of
money to give him a share of mine, and to regard
his offspring as equal to my brothers in male
lineage and to teach them this art if they desire to
learn it without fee and covenant: to give a share
of precepts and oral instruction and all the other
learning to my sons and to the sons of him who
has instructed me and to pupils who have signed
the covenant and have taken an oath according to
the medical law, but to no one else.

I will apply dietetic measures for the benefit of
the sick according to my ability and judgment : I
will keep them from harm and injustice .

I will neither give a deadly drug to anybody if
asked for it, not will I make a suggestion to this
effect. Similarly I will not give to a woman an
abortive remedy. In parity and holiness I will
guard my life and my art . I will not use the knife,
not even on sufferers from stone, but will
withdraw in favor of such men as are engaged in
this work .

Whatever houses I may visit, I will come for
the benefit of the sick, remaining free of all
intentional injustice of all mischief and in
particular of sexual relations with both female
and male persons, be they free or slaves.

What I may see or hear in the course of the
treatment or even outside of the treatment in
regard to the life of men, which on no account
one must spread abroad, I will keep to myself
holding such things shameful to be spoken
about . If I fulfill this oath and do not violate it,
may it be granted to me to enjoy life and art,
being honored with fame among all men for all
time to come: if I transgress it and swear
falsely may the opposite of all this be my lot .
